He also works with experts to build consensus and momentum behind environmental purchasing criteria. His position keeps him in touch with thousands of private sector and government officials across North America and around the world.

Over the past year and a half, Scot helped launch the North American Green Purchasing Initiative (NAGPI), a network of 30 environmental purchasing advocacy organizations from the United States, Canada, and Mexico. The network is developing creative ways to work together and accelerate the demand for safer, more environmentally preferable goods and services.  

Scot has published numerous articles on environmental purchasing, including recent articles in Government Procurement and Inside Supply Management, two of the leading purchasing journals in the United States. As a consultant, he wrote dozens of case studies, newsletters, and articles for the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, including State and Local Government Pioneers and Private Sector Pioneers, two 60-page case studies documenting the growing U.S. environmental purchasing movement.
